2Corin. 6:8 through glory and dishonor, bad 
report and good report; genuine, yet regarded 
as impostors

Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute 
you and falsely say all kinds of evil against you 
because of me (Matt 5:11 / Luke 6:22)

2Corin. 6:10 sorrowful, yet always rejoicing Blessed are those who mourn (Matt 5:4)

2Corin. 6:10 poor, yet making many rich; 
having nothing, and yet possessing everything

Blessed are the poor (Luke 6:20 / Matt 5:3)
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
